Watch for 
Hudson Brothers sign on the right.  Emmanuel Baptist Fellowship is in an office complex on the left 
side of the road just after passing Hudson Brothers, and located directly across the road from John Harris 
Body Shop.   

From I-20, take the Highway 378 Exit.  Go toward Lexington.  You will travel 1.5 miles.  
Emmanuel Baptist Fellowship is in an office complex on the right side of the road just past Frank’s Car 
Wash and directly across the road from John Harris Body Shop. 

From I-26, take Exit 110.  Go toward Lexington.  From the traffic light at Lexington Medical 
Center Emergency entrance, you will travel 4 miles.  Emmanuel Baptist Fellowship is in an office 
complex on the right side of the road just past Frank’s Car Wash and directly across the road from John 
Harris Body Shop.
